Minutes

July 11, 2011

Meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m.

Minutes from the April 28th meeting were read and approved.

The treasurer’s report was given and approved. We have a balance of $27,951.91.  

Report from Mr. Eubanks:

Mr. Eubanks introduced himself to the parents in attendance. He informed us that we have a very young band that will need diligent practice.  He asked the parents for help in making sure each band student would put in needed time for practice.  He also talked about band camp and the importance of the students being hydrated, skin protected and focused.

Spirit Wear: Pam Hayes  Pam encouraged parents to show support for school spirit for the band by purchasing spirit wear and to also attend booster meetings.  

Uniforms: Sue McIntyre  Sue introduced the parents to the correct uniform for marching band and talked a little about what is expected of concert band.  Parents were informed that the students must have all pieces of their uniform for each performance or they will not be permitted to march. Any questions about the uniforms should be directed to Sue McIntyre.

Roadies: Justin Bailey  Justin talked about the need of help and that we fell short last year. He encouraged everyone to help with Roadie responsibilities and described the job of the Roadie.

Hospitality:  We are looking for someone to chair this committee

Parking Lot Attendants:  We will need people to help collect parking fees since the fees are shared with the band and we wanted to be proactive and make sure we had people who are willing to help with this task when it’s our turn to collect.

All parents in attendance were encouraged to sign up to help with committees.

SIMF
President, Virginia Roberson reported on the Sequoyah Instrumental Musical Foundation.  She explained that this is an organization that supports the band financially.  SIMF is set up for companies, families or friends to make monetary donations to help purchase instruments, uniforms, or band financial needs.  She introduced the Kroger Gift Card incentive.  People can purchase Kroger Gift Cards in any amount to purchase monthly groceries and SIMF receives 5% of the amount purchased. In the two months we made $201.00 from gift card purchases. Kerry Ollman is the contact person for the gift cards. 
Medical Forms:
Medical Forms were passed out for parents to fill out on their band students.  These forms must be filled out and returned for the students to attend band camp. 

Fundraising:
It was discussed that some of the fundraising will help the students earn money for their individual accounts.  The students will get 60% of their sales with 40% of the money going to the band.  We will try and have one fundraiser each month.  The money will accumulate and move up with the students until they are seniors. This enables the students to earn money for band trips and other band purchases.  Parents are encouraged to put their band student’s name on checks. Parents are encouraged to buy food from the band’s concession stand and buy spirit wear since these monies go directly into the band’s account. 
Season Tickets:

Parents can purchase season tickets for the home football games at www.sequoyahfootball.com.
We also discussed that the band will be relocated this year and will be sitting near the student section in front of the cheerleaders. This request was given to the band by the school’s principal, Elliott Berman.  Discussion was held on the relocation and parents with concerns were encouraged to email Mr. Berman.  

Calendar Events:
July 11th week:  All band fees should be paid in full. Mini-band camp is this week on Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday from 5:30-10. 
Students should wear sneakers, bring a water bottle and wear sunscreen.  

July 18th week: Band Camp is Monday through Thursday. Report time is 8:00 a.m. and pick up time is 10:00 p.m. Students are encouraged to eat a good breakfast, bring a water bottle and wear sunscreen.  Snacks, lunch and dinner will be provided.  Snacks should be healthy and sugar free.  Drinks should be water or Gatorade. Snacks will also be available for purchase during free time at band camp. Girls need to donate sunscreen and boys donate bug spray. There will be supervised free time each day at camp from 3:00-5.  The students can relax, nap, and participate in planned activities. Students are encouraged to bring a change of clothes, fresh socks, sleeping bag, pillow, and blanket. No friends are allowed to visit during camp and students are not allowed to leave campus during camp.

July 25th week: Shoe fittings will be on Monday, July 25th. Sophomores will need to purchase white shoes since these were not purchased last year by them. Freshmen will need to purchase both black and white shoes. The shoes cost $27.00 per pair.  Sue McIntyre also invited parents to look through the box of gently used band shoes.  

The band group picture will be taken on Thursday, July 28th. 

DCI is July 30th and tickets have been purchased for the students.  All students are expected to attend this event. 
Chicago Trip:
The student cost for the trip is $725.00.

Chaperone cost for the trip is $825.00. Chaperones are encouraged to go ahead and pay for their full amount of cost. 
Deadline for full student payment is Sept 12. First payment of $225.00 for trip is due July 25.  August 22 a second payment is due at $225.00. Last payment is due Sept. 12 at $275.  
The students will be in a major televised parade on Thanksgiving Day. They will participate in a Dinner/dance the night before the parade to meet the other bands and on Thanksgiving Day will have a Dinner/dance on the river. Parents not chaperoning that want to attend the Thanksgiving dinner/dance can purchase tickets but must inform Sue McIntyre.  The students will also be able to do several sightseeing activities.  The price is all inclusive of all meals/activities. Students will be 4 to a room and Chaperones 2 to a room. The students will be kept busy. A security guard will be paid to watch the halls at night so that no one is sneaking out. The students will be travelling during the night both going and coming home. This saves on the cost of extra hotel room expenses. Pay Pal is available to make payments for the trip.  Parents must understand that they will have to pay a fee to use Pay Pal.

Calendars were given to the parents of all activities scheduled through November.  
Parents were encouraged to note on the calendars that there are several weekends that should be kept open for scheduling band competitions. 

SHS MABC will host the County Band Exhibition at Sequoyah.  This is a great opportunity to earn money for our band. All parents are encouraged to help with this event. It is a great opportunity for friends and relatives to see our 2011-2012 show.
